Grounds Manager - role description
Purpose
· To provide Cumnor Minors FC teams with safe, good quality and durable facilities for matches and training.

Key tasks

· Coordinate and oversee erection, removal, storage and refurbishment of goalposts at the beginning and end of each season.
· Ensure the Club’s goals, nets, flags and other pitch equipment is adequate, safe and fit for their purpose.

· Purchase and provide spare net clips, line marking fluid/mixture as required
· Manage and maintain the pitch marking equipment, making sure it is safe and serviceable at all times.
· Specify and organise close-season pitch treatments, remedial, drainage and other works.
· Organise supplies of sand, topsoil and other pitch treatments as required
· Liaise with the Facilities Manager, Parish Council and neighbours to make sure boundaries are safe and well maintained.
· Devise the training rota for spring/autumn midweek use of The Closes and publish it on the Club website.
· Organise locks, cones, signs and other materials necessary to keep The Closes safe and secure.
· Organise key cutting and replacement, making sure that each Committee Member, Manager, Coach and other regular helpers have adequate access to keys.
· Develop and maintain good relationships with neighbours, to secure their support and cooperation.
· Produce the rota for summer pitch mowing and publish it on the Club’s website.
· Organise servicing, repairs and spares for the tractor mower, and arrange training and instruction for new users.
· Maintain suitable records and accounts of all works and spending. 
· Advise, report and account to the Committee on all other matters connected with the Club’s use of The Closes.
