New season activity at The Closes

With the new youth football season just around the corner; a quick note to alert you to our plans for training, matches and so on at The Closes in the coming weeks.

· On the morning of Bank Holiday Monday, 29 August 2005, we’ll be re-erecting the goal posts, marking all the pitches and giving the Clubhouse its start-of-season clean-up.

· Full midweek training will then restart for most of our teams on Tuesday and Thursday evenings from 6pm, until twilight defeats us at the end of October.

· The league competitions start from the weekend of 10/11 September 2005, with matches on Saturday mornings and Sunday afternoons as usual.

· As an extra activity, we plan to run a course for 12 of our coaches to achieve the Level 1 FA Qualification (a requirement of the FA Charter Standard and of the leagues in which we compete).  We have consulted the Parish Council about this, and the dates and times scheduled for the course are:

· Sunday September 11th 2005 – 9.30am until 4.30pm
· Sunday September 18th 2005 – 9.30am until 4.30pm
· Monday September 19th 2005 – 6.30pm until 9.30pm
· Sunday September 25th 2005 – 9.30am until 4.30pm 
· Monday September 26th 2005 – 6.30pm until 9.30pm 
Each session will involve around 12-15 adults taking part in a mix of classroom and outdoor exercises.

At our pre-season Committee meeting on 5 September, we’ll be reminding all our Managers, Coaches and helpers about the established rules to minimise noise, litter, congestion, and disruption and the arrangements for collecting balls from neighbouring gardens.  We’ll do our very best to stick to these rules and appreciate your forbearance!

You may be interested to learn that, on top of the various trophies won by different age-groups last season, Cumnor Minors has recently been awarded the 2005 County Charter Standard Club Award by the Berks and Bucks FA, and the Assistant Coach for our U11s team, 16-year-old Tom Cooke, was voted as County Charter Standard Coach of the Year.  There will be more details about this in the October issue of Cumnor Parish News.

So, this is good news for us, and hopefully reassurance for you that we’re going about things the right way.  Please get in touch if you have any queries or concerns throughout the season.
